I’ve been actively involved in the development and delivery of data-related classes and
workshops through the Galter Library DataLab, a data-focused consultation and training core for our campus. I chair the
Galter Library's Digital Initiatives Working Group (DIWG), charged with executing and communicating digital improvements
being implemented across the library and related university systems. I also co-chair the DIWG’s Metadata Subcommittee, a
group committed to metadata standards and improvement related to library cataloging and maintenance of the institutional
repository. In addition I serve as the Community Manager of the international InvenioRDM repository software development
project.
